Near Dover – Folkestone 
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In some words ;

The Royal Military Canal is a canal running for 28 miles.
The Royal Military Canal begin around Folkestone and finish around Hastings ;
it is parallel to the south  coast of England.
He was built during the napoléonics wars to protect England from a French invasion.
It didn’t serve during the napoleonics wars but « after » :

a navigable waterway.
a pay road

a canal to regulate the waters of the marsh (there are 3 rivers coming fom the north who are connected with the canal)
During WWII it twas usedd again to prevent an german invasion .

The plans of the canal is caractéristic of a military defense canal : a stair : a long line right a step an other long line right …etc…
At each step you can position a gun battery to take the canal under his fire .

Along the canal you can find some little fortress who were built for the ones during the building of the canal (the Martello towers) and for the others during WWII ( the pillboxes).
